SAFE WORK PRACTICES 
• Do not perform the procedure or operate the equipment until you have been appropriately trained and

PROCEDURE 

1. Collect 5 ml sample in test tube. 
2. Add .5 ml of Phenol Red. 
3. Close end of sample test tube with rubber stopper or gloved thumb to avoid creating a false higher pH 

reading and shake to mix thoroughly. 
4. Compare to color in pH rack. 
5. Limit is 8+. 
6. Control is Steamate NA2360.
