PROCEDURE 

1. Switch compressor off, open power supply breaker in lighting panel P1 and tag breaker. 
2. Remove oil fill plug. 
3. Open drain on bottom of oil sight glass and drain oil from compressor. 
4. When empty, close drain and refill compressor to operating level – ½ glass. 
5. Replace oil fill plug. 
6. Remove and replace air filter. 
7. Replace oil drain plug. 
8. Check compressor drive belts for looseness or excessive wear – replace if necessary. 
9. Remove tag from supply breaker and close.
