SAFE WORK PRACTICES 

• Do not perform the procedure or operate the equipment until you have been appropriately trained and 
authorized to do so by your supervisor. 

• Inspect required personal protective equipment (PPE) and replace if required. 
• Fall protection plan must be in place and signed off by all workers. 

 
PROCEDURE 

1. Make sure the roof is structurally sound and can hold your weight and equipment. 
2. Where a ladder is used to access or egress from a roof, set up in a safe manner and tie off. 
3. If weather is a factor, wait until conditions improve. 
4. If possible, use a scissor or zoom boom to help achieve the repair.
