Clean booth — good housekeeping.
Check and bleed air compressor.
Check and maintain spray equipment.
Check manometer for efficient vacuum.
Turn on fans and lighting.

Perform checklist above (1 to 6).
After job completed:-

a. Turn off fans

b. Close fresh air intake

c. Shut off compressor

d. Clean spray gun.
