¢ Identifying Gaps: Recognizing strengths, gaps, challenges, and areas for improvement in
current athletics policies and practices.

e Evidence-Based Approach: Incorporating and applying existing research in University
Athletics focusing on gender equity, racism, and inclusion.

e Stakeholder Engagement: Engaging with relevant stakeholders, including student-
athletes, coaches, administrators, advocacy groups, and experts, to gather input and
feedback.

e Action Plan Development: Developing an implementation and accountability
framework and recommending the necessary structure and resources to implement
priorities.

The VP Finance and Administration and the VP Students invite applications from faculty
members, members of the coaching staff and student athletes to serve on this committee.

- Your previous involvement or experience with athletics and sport.

- Your previous involvement or experience with equity and inclusion in athletics and sport.

- Whether you are a member of a historically and currently marginalized and excluded
group.

The deadline for applications is February 2, 2024. The review and selection process will follow
with the goal of convening the first meeting in late February 2023. The Final Terms of Reference
and Advisory Committee members will be confirmed and posted shortly thereafter, in
collaboration with the Athletics Equity and Safety Advisory Committee.
