DISCUSSION BOARDS:
PROVIDING CLEAR DIRECTION

HOW MANY POSTS/REPLIES

For each discussion board topic:
e identify the required number of individual posts and replies (to
classmates’ posts)
e date the discussion board is closed

STYLE

e ideas should be clearly presented using proper spelling and grammar
e avoid 'text speak' and jargon

LENGTH

Posts and replies should present fully developed thoughts
e |nitial posts should be ~ 150-250 words
e replies or comments can be shorter (i.e., < 150 words)

FREQUENCY

e Emphasize participating early and often versus all at once to facilitate
productive conversations and to deepen learning

IN PRACTICE

e Create and share descriptive rubrics with students
